2. Copy of latest Income Tax Return or request a non-filing verification letter

3. Copy of your deed.  If you do not have your deed, you can obtain a copy at the Department of Real Estate, County Office Building, 542 Forbes Avenue, Room 101, Pittsburgh, PA 15219. For more information, you can call (412) 350-4226.
4. Prior year’s tax receipts showing payment of both the City & School District of Pittsburgh Real Estate Taxes and Allegheny County Real Estate Taxes; or proof that you are on a payment plan.
5. An itemized estimate from the contractor that you want to do the work.  The contractor must be registered with the City and approved by the URA.  The contractor will be paid from the URA when the job is completed.
6. Other items may be needed on a case-by-case basis.  Each applicant will be told if any additional information or documentation is needed when you call initially.
