Privately owned businesses are NOT eligible for this grant.

Grant applications will be accepted on a rolling basis.  Applications will be accepted via email only – no paper copies!

Prior to submitting an application, applicants must meet with URA staff to discuss their project or activity.

For volunteer organizations, the maximum grant is $7,000

For staffed organizations, the maximum grant is $9,500.

*staffed organizations must show evidence of a 1 to 1 match.
